Limpe Fuchs - Pressetext (deutsch)

Limpe Fuchs ist eine Legende der experimentellen Musikszene. Ende der 60er Jahre
trommelte die Schlagwerkerin mit ihrem Ex-Ehemann Paul Fuchs im Ensemble Anima auf
selbstgebauten Instrumenten, kooperierten dabei mit Klassikpianostar Friedrich Gulda und
JazzgroRen wie Albert Mangelsdorff, um danach in neuen Konstellationen immer wieder
aufhorchen zu lassen. lhre Solo-Performance mit “variablen Holz - und Steinreihen, klingender

Nur Mar Mus

Das Album ,Nur Mar Mus” stammt aus dem Jahr 1999. Reinhard Schulz schreibt in den

Welten von Limpe Fuchs zu. Sie kbnnen aus herkbmmlichen Instrumenten stammen, aus
Stimmbéndern aber auch von selbst gebauten oder gefundenen Gegenstdnden. Die
obertonreich sirrenden, raumdurchstreifenden Gesénge der Ballastsaiten, die geheimnisvoll
hallenden Steinkldnge und vieles mehr gehéren hierzu und gerade sie prédgen besondere
Charaktere der Musik aus.

Musik, das ist flir sie Erkundung, Splirgang mit Entdeckerfreuden. Gesichertes gibt es fir sie
nicht, denn alles Gesicherte hat das Mal der Erstarrung und tut somit den lebenden Wesen des
Klangs Gewalt an. Diesen Geist aber transportiert ihre Musik — auch dann, wenn sie mit
anderen Musikern frei oder auch nach vorgefassten Plénen improvisiert.

Limpe Fuchs - press release (English)

Limpe Fuchs is a legend in the experimental music scene. In the late sixties, this percussionist
drummed on self-made instruments, together with her then husband Paul Fuchs, in the
Ensemble Anima. During that time, Limpe and Paul Fuchs cooperated with the classic pianist
star Friedrich Gulda, as well as with jazz luminaries like Albert Mangelsdorff, and continually
attracted the interest of their audiences in new constellations. Limpe Fuchs' solo performance
with "variable wood and stone rows, ringing bronze in the pendulum strings, and a variety of
skin and bronze drums" is a rare occasion to witness one of the early avant-gardists of the
scene from the old Federal Republic Of Germany. She attempts, while playing live, to develop
her musical ideas from the "resonance of the location where the performance takes place" - "to
make music in the flow of time, with simplicity and emotion"! Her main concern is to sensitize
the process of hearing: "Every tone is a sensation. Listening instead of shutting one's ears.
Establishing silence."

Muusiccia (Metal/Stones)

The Limpe Fuchs album " Muusiccia (Metal/Stones)" was recorded in 1993. Limpe Fuchs
plays on this album among many other instruments also ballast strings and tube drums, which
were built by her former husband, sculptor and sound artist Paul Fuchs. The music on this
record is freely improvised. Limpe Fuchs describes the intention of her musical experiments
and sound sculptures in short texts that seem to assemble a poem in itself. ,Aber durch Mauer
von Stein...“, ,... und du schaust lange zurtck®, ,....langvergangener Abend®, ,Unter goldnem
Gezweig der Nacht und Sternen...”, ,Grodek. Und es jagte der Mond ein rotes Tier. Jagerruf
und Blutgebell..., ,...nur der Bach rinnt still und stad®, ,Ein Haus zerflimmert wunderlich und
vag...“, ,... und das Tier ging nebenher®, ,Langsame Stufen von Moos..."

Nur Mar Mus

The album "Nur Mar Mus" was recorded in 1999. In the liner notes Reinhard Schulz writes:

“It is no exaggeration to say that Limpe Fuchs‘ musical creations really have life of their own,
whether the sounds are produced by conventional instruments, vocal chords, or even come
from objects she found or constructed for the purpose. Her music is characterized, especially
when she is playing the ballaststring instruments, by reverberating humming of the strings, rich
overtones, and by the mysterious echoes emanating from stones.

For Limpe Fuchs, music means setting out on a joyous journey of discovery. She is not afraid
to leave firm ground behind and thus, by avoiding rigidity, preserves the vitality of her music.
This particularly comes across when collaborating with other musicians, whether improvising
freely or on a given theme. Her music makes us sit up and listen, and at the same time
enriches us, for only when we have learnt how to listen can we really appreciate the true nature
of things.”

archive/back catalogue. Some recordings and films will be released for the first time ever. Also
there will be many exciting new recordings. We explicitly would like to point to the fact that up
to this day many of the Anima/Limpe Fuchs releases have been made without the permission
by the artists.

Concept behind the play loud! (live) music & word series

play loud! is not only a music label or film production company. play loud!'s goal is also to
preserve and archive certain moments in history.

The "play loud! (live) music series" has been initiated by flmmakers Dietmar Post & Lucia
Palacios (responsible for monks — the transatlantic feedback, Reverend Billy, Klangbad,
Franco’s Settlers). The series parts from three ideas, Alan Lomax's work as an archivist and
chronicler, John Peel's BBC radio sessions and the work of Direct Cinema pioneers, such as,
Maysles Brothers, Leacock, Wildenhahn and Pennebaker. Filming live shows meant not to do it
in a TV style but in a very personal, intuitive and adventurous style — nothing is staged for
filming. You go along as it happens. Some of the live performances are filmed with only one
camera in one continuous shot without any edits. Some critics have labeled it as "filmed
paintings/painted films".
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play loud!s music films have been called: “raw”, “rough”, “canny”, “straightforward”,

“adventurous”, “witty”, “insightful”, “direct”, “non-tricksy”, “economic”, “minimal”, “unpretentious

handheld camera work”, "artful film paintings" ...
